Main principles of the 
WCA AISBL Constitution
• Seven World Regions with each 3 votes in the General Meeting
• Equal membership fee for the regions, but related to the GDP (Gross 

Domestic Product)
• Each region nominates a candidate for the board that represent the region
• The board elects a president and a treasurer. The other board members are 

vice-presidents . The treasurer  can be vice-president as well.
